1. Tourism and Development: A Country Profile 15%, Due before or on Feb. 15 in class

Each student will select a developing or transitional country/region and asked to examine that

country/region in terms of how tourism is being used as a development tool. The paper can be

written in three parts as follows. The first part defining development, the second part outlining

the type of tourism being promoted and the third part evaluating what role tourism can play in the

development process. Below are suggestions to help you structure your paper. You should have a

minimum of 4 references and at least one must be from a peer reviewed journal.

Part 1 Introduction (1 page)

Introduce the paper outlining the structure you will be using and your country

Define development - you decide what definition you want to use

Outline how your chosen definition of development is measured

Part 2 Tourism Profile (1 page)

Identify what type(s) of tourism is/are being promoted (e.g., beach, backpacker, high end

all inclusive, etc.). Note: here you can choose to focus in on one type of tourism.

Provide statistics on tourism in your destination (e.g., number of tourists, employment in

tourism, contribution of tourism to national indicators like GNP if available)

Part 3 Evaluation of Tourism in Development (2 ½ pages)

Critically evaluate how tourism can (or cannot) be a force for development based on

what you have written on in Part 2 and Part 1. Is they type of tourism discussed in Part 2

promoting development?

Can the statistics you have on tourism contribute towards the indicators you have

outlined in Part 1? What are the strengths or weaknesses of the statistics?

What can you say about the strengths and/or weaknesses of development indicators and

the role that tourism can play in the development process?
