-are different forms of tourism more suitable for different types of destinations? –yes , eco-tourism, cultural tourism, 

At what scale is tourism more likely to contribute to development?-mass tourism will bring in more money, but will bring in more environmental damage

What are the influences and forces that impact if tourism can play an effective role in development? – type and scale, what would you plug in, exchange rates, external forces, globalization, what are the banks doing

Global Political Economy- who controls what, who has the power, what is the role of MNC’s, large scale finances, 

Structure of the international tourism production system- who has the power and money – tour operators such as Air Transat has a huge impact on what sells, competition can be huge

-The end of development? – some people think it’s the end, why do it, it doesn’t work

Tourism and Development
-new international economic order

-eliminate the widening economic gap between developed and developing

-ensure acceleration of economic and social development –particularily in developing countries

Tourism in less developed countries

-infrastructure, market, political stability and socially functioning, Visas, MNC’s,

Tourism in developed countries

-addressing socio-economic problems in peripheral rural areas

 – subsidies to stay in farming

Urban areas- industrial decline

e.g. what uk should turn the coal mine

-Gov’t support-LEADER-EU structural funds for rural regeneration

-look into United Nations, World Banks

Why Tourism
-Alleged positive contribution to local or national economy

what else economically – jobs, infrastructure for community, foreign currency

-Foreign exchange earnings, national balance of payments

(exactly what Cuba is doing, tourism is number 1)

Cyprus – 25% of the workforce is employed in tourism (direct and indirect)

Economic indicators –direct, indirect, induced – go to hotel, then hotel buys a fridge

-Do they have any other option than to adopt tourism?

The Gambia, West Africa

-One of the smallest and pporest countries in Africa – highly dependent on aid, peanut exports

-should we be writing off the debt of countries that are highly in debt?

-could cause many issues

-since mid-1960’s developed beach tourism with the main market being Europe

-local schools, charitable organizations and environmental projects rely on tourism

-collapse of the industry after a coup in 1994 and election held 2 years later

-(because of politics)

-reversal of ban on all-inclusives – Note loss of tips because all inclusives

Tourism as a growth industry?
-Global forecasts have traditionally suggested tourism will continue to grow??

-Chinese start to travel, watch out

-US in recession what will that do?

-Vulnerability – OPEC Crisis 1970’s, recession 1980’s, Gulf War 1991, Sept 11/01, Iraq War, Hurricane Katrina 2005, highly seasonal characteristics, exchange rates, climate changes, Us economy crisis

-flows of tourism are highly polarized with the majority of tourism flows between developed countries –developping fighting for a very small piece of the pie

-Does tourism redistribute wealth?

-Do tourism expenditures remain in the destination?

-If investment is made in tourism from abroad does it lead to exploitation and dependency? –strings attached to the development

-In theory there are no trade barriers to tourism-but is this true? – visas

-Tourism may have low start up costs if natural and historic attractions are already present – just need to build hotels and infrastructure, transport, 

What are the strengths of the backward economic linkages? –what is the maturity level of the local economy and what is available?

-Infrastructure improvements, environmental protection (parks)

How do you define development?

-defining tourism in the sense that it is development related, and interested in how much money we will get from it

-planning, investing, building and infrasture to in turn benefit the economy 

-in turn benefit economy, social benefits, and may determine sustainable solutions to protect the environment

-progress

-gaining competitive and comparative advantage use of your resources

-tourism may help political stability

-innovations

-relative

What has happened to the following?

The Good Life
-The sustenance of life – food, shelter and health

-Esteem – Sense of respect, self-identity, may be linked to wealth or culture

-Freedom-choice

Development, then is a complex, multidimensional concept that may be defined as a continuous positive change in the economic, social, political and cultural dimensions of the human condition, guided by the principle of freedom of choice, and limited by the environment’s capacity to sustain such change.

(Telfer and Sharpley, 2008)

Tradition vs. Modern
-traditionalism

-Kinships – structures determined by kinship (owned to family, go to uni)

-Influence of emotion, superstition, fatalism

-Traditional values less dominant

-Open social system – mobility, freedoms, focus on achievements

-Forward looking society

-Where does tourism fit in all of this – modern – what happens when it interacts with this

Millennium development goals (United Nations) by 2015
-tourism as a form of poverty reduction (volunteer tourism)

Goal 1- Eradicate extreme hunger and poverty  (for people less than a dollar a day)

Goal 2- Achieve universal primary education

Goal 3- Promote gender equality and empower women

Goal 4- Reduce child mortality (by 2/3, the under 5 rate)

Goal 5- Improve maternal health (reduce the ¾ mortality rates for mothers)

Goal 6- Combat HIV/AIDs, malaria and other diseases

Goal 7- Ensure environmental sustainability –Integrate the principles of sustainable development into country policies and programmes and reverse the loss of environmental resources 

Goal 8-Develop a global partnership for development (Develop further an open, rule-based, predictable, non-discriminatory trading and financial system.  Includes a commitment to good governance, development and poverty reduction-both nationally and internationally

Characteristics of Underdevelopment
-Economic dependence on agriculture, export primary products, limited industry

-low levels of loving-low incomes and low levels of health and education/literacy

-high rates of population growth, high unemployment
