Changing nature of development:

Modernization: economic growth, GNP per capita, Mass tourism, Large scale

1. Modernization 1950-60’s

Rostow’s Stages:

-evolutionary path from tradition to modern 

-agriculture to industry services

-rural to urban

-take off stage (modernization occurs)

-diffusion

-growth pole

Rostow’s stages:

-Traditonal society 

-Transitional stage (transport, trade, specialization)

-take off 

-drive to maturity

-high mass consumption

2. Dependency 1960’s –70’s

-critique of modernization

-underdev. –external, internal, economic, political institutional structures- keep them dependent

Neocolonisation (exploited through out) 

Dualism (rich/poor)

-Structuralism (Protectionism, state involvement, import substitution)

-flee market, privatization

-international trade

-one world new world financial systems

-deregulation

-globalisation

-structural adjustment loans (World Bank Loans)

-focus on human and environment concerns

-basic needs

-grass roots

-gender empowerment

Why isn’t it working?

-impasse in 1980’s dev. Studies

-gap between rich and poor nations continues to widen 

-developing countries were more concerned with short term policies (immediate needs)

-socialism no longer seen as a legitimate viable political means to solve development problems

-rise of the world market reduced role of the state in development

-homogeneous third world didn’t exist and global theories first and third didn’t accommodate differences

-rise of post modernism in the social science which tends 

-beyond the impasse search for a new paradigm

1990’s-2000 and beyond

-post development rejection of development (Western concept doesn’t work)

-state-led development more active role for state

-civil society-social capital

-voluntary organizations, NGO’s, connect citizen’s and state

-transnational, social, movements (environmentalists, indigenous people, feminists, peace activists)

-cultural studies (different world views accommodated)

-development and security (conflict, chaos whtih state disintegration)
