employment issues
-unpaid overtime

-poor wages and few permanent contracts

-lack of union rights

-under minimum wage

-no compensation (after tourism)

-the whole process on a broad scale

Competing paradigms (all existing at the same time)
1. modernization 2. dependency 3. economic neoliberalism 4. altnerantive development 5. beyond the impasse: search for the new paradigm 

-mass tourism, neo-colonialism, free market (world bank loans), sustainable dev.,

-diversity:post-development state-led, civil society, transnational social movements, culture, security

Western bias
-concepts of “improvement” and “development” of social conditions have evolved from economically developed nations or the Western school of thought

-social and cultural impacts of tourism development are measured against these rather biased indices

Four Points of Development
-Assuming the mental model of the West (rationalisation)

-Institutions of the West (the market)

-Goals of the West (high mass consumption)

West vs. East
-Western philosophies

-Development is universal and unidirectional

Eastern philosophies

-process is circular

-will return to the starting point at the end of the process

Tourism and Core-Periphery
-Enclave model of tourism development has tourism exacerbating the social and economic inequalities between the core and the periphery as well as within destinations (Britton 1980, 1982)

-focus is on unequal relations between less developed countries and richer generator nations which were rooted in historical colonial trading systems

International linkages between metropolitan and periphery tourism s ectors by Britton

Farewell to Neocolonialism
-neo colonialism was predominately geographic with control in the north and the south becoming dependent

-simplistic view that economic surpluses move from periphery to the core when rates of leakages can be very different

-overlooks local conditions of development 

-incomplete understanding of events

Political Economy-Background
-An analysis of the social relations of power, which condition the unequal and uneven processes of tourism development, which are reinforced through particular configurations of ideologies and institutions

-not only who has power, what their trying to do with it, and how tourism development plays a role in all of this

Globalisation
-globalisation represents greater integration at a global level in a wide vaereity of areas such as trade, finance, communication, information, and culture.  Facilitated by improvements in transporation and information technology, it has led to time-space compression where people, goods and information move greater distances crossing political borders in shorter periods of time (Telfer and Sharpley, 2008).

Influence of the Bretton Woods Meetings (1944)

-International Monetary fund (IMF)

-International Bank for reconstruction and development (IBRD) (part of World Bank)

-General agreement on tariffs and trade (GATT) in Geneva in 1947

-Out of GATT Uruguay round, the World Trade Organisation (WTO) formed in January of 1995

World Trade Organization
-set rules on the movement of goods, money and productive facilities across borders thereby restricting countires from passing legislation or policies that discriminate such movement  (mcmichael, 2004)

-administers General Agreement on Trade in Services (GATS)

-liberalise trade in services (comes down to get rid of borders and tariffs, allow trade)

Globalisation
-rise of multinationals challenge north-south divide

-emergence of highly integrated cross-border of networks of production and finance at different levels in the global economy

-search for the lowest cost (employment)

-need to understand the power relations

-power of state eroded by multinationals

-power of World Bank, WTO, NAFTA, etc.

(want money from world bank, get rid of tariffs, buying into their program)

Debt, development and tourism
-Nations such as Turkey, Egypt, Gambia, borrowed substantial amount of money for large-scale tourism infrastructures from the IMF/World Bank

-Economic Hit Man (2004) –Confessions of a Hitman

Another book: The Collapse of Globalism and the reinvention of the World

Steps of an EHM
-EHM arrives and convinces the country they need a loan for infrastructure, airport,t electricity plant

-Coutnry borrowa a large amount of money from World Bank

Money goes from World Bank to US firm to build project

Then

Developing country can not repay loan

Then

When loan can not be repaid demands are made oil, votes, soldiers, natural resources

Then

Developing country falls under control of US government, World Bank, US dominated and agencies

Globalizations offspring
-corporations based in developing countries expanding operations across borders

-aeroflot major bidder for Alitalia

-thai airways opening up

Changing patterns of work
-post-fordist tendencies has led to increased out-sourcing of non-core activities

-airlines contract out maintenance and in-flight catering

-British Airways contracted out ticketing services to India (cheaper labour)

-deregulation had led to reduced wages and layoffs

-trade liberalisation has led to increased job insecurity in developed countries

-Migrant workers often go into tourism

-Cruise lines operate under “flags of convenience” where  labour laws, taxes and maritime regulations are more lax

-ships draw on global pool of migrant labour

-Transnational capitalist class

-financiers, fund managers

-corporate executives, national managers

-entrepreneurial intermediaries

-neoliberal cliques, state bureaucrats

-all supporting globalization

-however, these are very different in different country contexts

-we need to look carefully at the other forces that increasingly set the pace today, from irregular warfare to NGO’s to reinvigorated nation-states, from the reappearance of genocides and oligopolieis and hidden forms of inflation to a new practical interest in ethics
