Rural Areas:

Two scenarios:

-Large number of tourists, manage tourism pressures

-Decline of rural economies, need tourism to provide jobs

-Geographic concentration, peak summer months (Seasonality)

-Lack of infrastructure in off months, snow ploughing, etc.

-Lack of local control, leakage of benefits (not a lot of money stays in the area)

-Gap: between supply and demand

-Lack of interaction between hosts and visitors

-remoteness

-inaccessibility

-transportation

-lack of funds

-lack of awareness

-lack of resources-water, food supply, etc.

-lack of infrastructure for tourists (hotels, cabs, waste man. etc)

-Not enough government support and funding

-Lack of tourists attractions, activities tailored to tourists

-language barriers

-cultural barriers/clashings

many rurals are conservative and Western dress and behaviour may lead to issues

-lack of knowledge may lead to potential problems such as too much focus on short term, environment not maintained, etc.

Positive:

-less pollution

-less crowding

-pristine environment

-idea of remoteness, away from polluted, crowded noisy city

-source of income, differentiation of economy

-relaxing & quiet

-maintaining culture through not exploiting the culture through tourism

What might make management easier:

Positiive:

-landscape, unique and easier for advertising

-coordination among other ski operations

-adventure activities- rock climbings, skiing, etc.

-can focus on a niche market

negative :

-accessibility and transportation

-old people not always active enough

-can’t always build up in the mountains

-protection of the environment

-difficult to control people

-Safety issues

-downhill skiing can be one of the worse things for a mountainous areas, cut down trees, tears up soils

-the more people you get the impacts that result from sheet volume of tourism in the mountains

-beach and coast attractions

-exotic

Negative:

-Import costs

-Waste management no where to put it

-Limited fresh water

-high transportation costs for tourists to get there

-major challeng peak season overcrowding (wet vs. dry season)

-Cand lead to:

-shortages in water

-local people feel like a minority

-pressure on local infrastructure

-low spending day visitors

-waste dumped at ports from cruise ships
