Private Sector:

-Economic and marketing context –how can the tourism market be sustained and grow in the long run?

Governments:

Collaboration and Partnerships:

Weaknesses by type of governance:

-Public sector:

-lacks a sharp focus on delivering new business

-poor of generating commercial income

-risk averse

-tolerates poor performances (don’t focus on quality performance)

-slow to take decisions

-distrust private sector and profit motive

Private sector:

-lacks concern for wider public good

-limited interest in planning long term

-has inadequate resources

-frustrated by the public sector

Bramwell and Lane (2001), collaboration should furth sustainable tourism development

1. Non-economic stakeholders promote sustainability

2. Greater, more holistic approaches to policy making

3. More equitable distribution of resulting costs and benefits

4. “…broad participation in policy making could help democratic decision making, empower participants and lead to capacity building and skill acquisition amongst participants and those whom they represent.”

Elements of effective partnership

1. Stakeholders are interdependent

2. Solutions emerge by dealing constructively with differences

3. Joint ownership of decisions are involved 

4. Stakeholders assume collective responsibility for the future direction of the domain

5. A dynamic and emergent process (end goal in mind, but many twists and turns along the way)

Jamal and Getz (1995): Three stage approach through which tourism collaborative arrangements develop:

1. Antecendent stage, initial circumstances and opportunies for collaboration

2. Problem setting (identifying key stakeholders and issues)

3. Direction setting (identifying and sharing future collaborative interpretation , some sort of consensus)

4. Implementation (putting policies into practice, monitoring progress and ensuring compliance with collaborative decisions)

5. Final partnership stage (ongoing, wound up , modified)
