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Poaching has dramatically reducted the tiger populations in India.  There are some reserves where the tiger has been eliminated and by the end of this century researchers are estimating the only 200 will survive and all will be in captivity.  

The threat to wildlife is likely to intensify with increases in tourist arrivals and the extent depends on the amount of tourist revenue which is redirected into park development and local economices and the level of priority which is given to anti-poaching measures.

Therefore SSTO is going to have an initiative in place for tourists to help generate money to help save the tigers.
